Functions of art:

	An object of art has three main functions- 
(I) At relatively lower level:  To get one’s attention by generating pleasure at sensual and psyche level.
(II) At a higher level: To provide delight which can be evoked by the artistic qualities alone of the object perceived 
(III) At a much more higher level: To reveal the creative process by the artist which underlies the cosmic process both artist as well as the perceiver goes beyond it self. The revelation of creative process is more important than the created object as it links the artist and the perceiving subject with the cosmic phenomenon. 

Content:  Its limitless, its nature and all its forms, aspects and dimensions which gets reflected in one or more way in the world of art. It may include human and its life, the images, ideas, thoughts, feelings etc. 
  	The art gets meaning out of content directly or indirectly involving creative idea and imagination. The art indirectly involving creative idea and imagination. The art form brings out the meaning of content varies from art to art
